XIX. DANI JOSIPA KASMANA 2025. GODINE

Josip Kadman (Mali Losinj, 14. srpnja 1850. — Rim, 7. veljade 1925.) bio je hrvatski pjevac, bariton.ZivotopisHrvatski
bariton svjetskoga glasa, prozvan “kraljem baritona” Josip KaSman, roden kao Cetrnaesto dijete u svojoj obitelji
zapazio je loSinjski Zupnik i preporucio mu glazbeno Skolovanje. UCio je pjevanje u Udinama kod Alberta
Giovanninija, a kazaliSnu je karijeru zapoceo u opernoj druzini G. B. Andreazza u Milanu.Glazbena karijeraJosip
KaSman bio je €lan prve stalne zagrebacke Opere te nastavio usavrSavati pjevanje kod Ivana pl. Zajca. Pjevao je
naslovne uloge na praizvedbama Zajcevih opera Mislav i Ban Leget. SAm sv. papa Pio X. bio je osobiti KaSmanov



Stovatelj, pa se tako i zaloZio za njegovu amnestiju nakon 5to je, (zbog bolesti) izbjegnuo mobilizaciju za vrijeme
Austro-Ugarske okupacije BiH i emigrirao u Italiju. Ostvario je izrazito uspjeSnu medunarodnu karijeru i gostovao na
najvecim svjetskim pozornicama. God. 1883. nastupio je pri otvorenju Metropolitan opere u New Yorku. Skladatel;
Alberto Franchetti mu je posvetio naslovnu ulogu u operi Cristoforo Colombo, koju je pjevao na praizvedbi 1892. u
povodu proslave 400. obljetnice otkrica Amerike. Nastupao je u Chicagu, VarSavi, Madridu, Barceloni, Portugalu,
Monte Carlu, Kairu, Aleksandriji, Bayreuthu, Argentini, Urugvaju, Sankt Peterburgu i Moskvi, a pjevao je na sedam
jezika, opere svih stilskih razdoblja, ali i sakralnu glazbu, ponajprije oratorije don Lorenza Perosija, koji je i njemu
posvetio pojedina djela.KaSmanove interpretacije snimljene su na gramofonskim plo¢ama, njegov baritonski glas
posjedovao je raspon i boje od basovskih dubina do tenorskih visina. KaSman se bavio i skladateljskim radom. U
Malom LoSinju je od 1907. svakoga ljeta priredivao koncerte, a njemu u ¢ast LoSinjani su spjevali pjesmu u spomen
na njegov povratak u Domovinu. Zapisi njegovih suvremenika o njemu svjedoCe da je bio: ...najplemenitiji umjetnik,
veliCanstveni i genijalni pjevac s glasom bogatim sugestivnim vibracijama, gospar pozornice... stasite, impozantne i
snazne pojave, Ziva igra puna mladenackog zara... zvucni, opsezni i jaki glas... veliCanstveni glas, plemenitost,
uzorna deklamacija, dramska snaga... kraljevski korak, kraljevski pogled, kraljevske geste, otmjenost i plemenstina
u predanju, sjajna i savrSena dikcija; njegova boZanska umjetnost! Od 1916. godine predavao je pjevanje mladim
pjevacima u napuljskom Konzervatoriju.Njegovo ime danas nose loSinjski Puhacki orkestar i donedavno Glazbena
Skola, a povodom 160. godine rodenja i 85. godisnjice smrti, na Petim Danima Josipa KaSmana 2010. godine
postavljena je i spomen-plo¢a na njegovoj rodnoj kudi, koju je otkrio danaSnji hrvatski i svjetski poznati basbariton
Giorgio Surian, takoder rodom iz Hrvatskoga primorja.Dani Josipa KaSmanaVec¢ deset godina zaredom u Malome
se LoSinju odrzavaju Dani Josipa KaSmana u organizaciji Puckog otvorenog ucilista Mali LoSinj, na ¢elu s gdom
prof. Gordanom-Majom Antonini¢ i uz Zagrebacki operni studio €iji je umjetnicki ravnatelj mo. Antun Petrusic¢, te
Udruge Kirhes, koja se nastavlja na djelovanje Zagrebackog opernog studija.Do sada su na KaSmanovim danima
nastupili desetci mladih i istaknutih hrvatskih opernih umjetnika koji su izveli brojne koncerte i operne predstave
Nikola Subi¢ Zrinjski lvana pl.

Verdi: Rigoletto, ,Bella figlia dell*amore®,
kvartet Gilde, Maddalene, Duce i Rigoletta iz 3. ¢inaOrganizator/Organisation: CristoforiumArt i Pucko otvoreno
uciliste Mali LoSinjPartneri/Partners: Grad Mali LoSinj, TZ Mali LoSinj, Jadranka Grupa, LH&V, UO Cristoforium,
HRTUmijetnicki i izvrSni voditelj/Artistic and executive director: Danijel GaSparovi¢Simfonijski orkestar Hrvatske
radiotelevizije (HRT) jedan je od najstarijih europskih radijskih orkestara: izrastao je iz orkestra osnovanog 1929.
godine pri tadaSnjem Radio-Zagrebu, samo Sest godina nakon osnutka prvoga europskoga radijskog orkestra.
Danasnji naziv nosi od 1991. godine. U poCetku vezan isklju€ivo za radijski program, od 1942. nastupa i javno, no
izravni prijenosi koncerata i snimanja ostaju sastavni dio njegova djelovanja. Na ¢elu orkestra, kao Sefovi dirigenti,
bili su Pavle Despalj, KreSimir Sipus, Josef Daniel, Oskar Danon, Milan Horvat, Uro$ Lajovic, Vladimir Kranjéevic,
NikSa Bareza i Enrico Dindo. Od sezone 2022./2023. Sef dirigent je maestro Pascal Rophé. Jedinstvenom
programskom orijentacijom, u €ijem je srediStu neprekidno izvodenje i poticanje nastanka djela hrvatskih autora, uz
njegovanje standardnog, ali i manje poznatog repertoara, Simfonijski orkestar HRT-a profilirao se u jedno od klju¢nih
izvodackih tijela u Hrvatskoj. Redovito sudjeluje na festivalima i manifestacijama kao $to su Muzicki biennale
Zagreb, Dubrovacke ljetne igre, Glazbene veceri u sv. Donatu, Zagreb Classic. Koncerti dugogodisnjih pretplatnickih
ciklusa, na kojima ugoscuje vodece hrvatske i inozemne dirigente i soliste, odrzavaju se u Koncertnoj dvorani
Vatroslava Lisinskog u Zagrebu te se izravno prenose na Tre¢em programu Hrvatskoga radija i emitiraju na Treem
programu Hrvatske televizije. Velik broj audio i videosnimki pohranjuje se u arhivu HRT-a i dostupan je preko
multimedijske platforme HRTi. Na 75. Dubrovackim ljetnim igrama 2024. godine Simfonijskom orkestru HRT-a
dodijeljen je Grand Prix Orlando kao priznanje za osobit doprinos ostvarenju cjelokupnog programa. Hrvatska
diskografska udruga dodijelila mu je nagradu Nova ploca

za doprinos razvoju i promociji hrvatske glazbene industrije. The Croatian Radio and Television Symphony Orchestra
(HRT) is one of the oldest European radio orchestras: it grew out of an orchestra founded in 1929 at the then Radio
Zagreb, just six years after the founding of the first European radio orchestra. It has had its current name since
1991. Initially associated exclusively with radio programming, it has also performed publicly since 1942, but live
broadcasts of concerts and recordings remain an integral part of its activities. The orchestra has been led by Pavle
Despalj, Kresimir Sipus, Josef Daniel, Oskar Danon, Milan Horvat, Uro$ Lajovic, Vladimir Kranjéevi¢, Nik3a Bareza
and Enrico Dindo as chief conductors. From the 2022/2023 season, the chief conductor is maestro Pascal Rophé.
With a unique program orientation, centered on the continuous performance and encouragement of the creation of
works by Croatian authors, while nurturing standard, but also lesser-known repertoire, the HRT Symphony
Orchestra has established itself as one of the key performing bodies in Croatia.lt regularly participates in festivals
and events such as the Zagreb Music Biennale, the Dubrovnik Summer Festival, the Musical Evenings at St.
Donatus, and the Zagreb Classic. Concerts of long-term subscription cycles, where it hosts leading Croatian and
foreign conductors and soloists, are held in the Vatroslav Lisinski Concert Hall in Zagreb and are broadcast live on
the Third Channel of the Croatian Radio and broadcast on the Third Channel of the Croatian Television. A large
number of audio and video recordings are stored in the HRT archive and are available via the multimedia platform
HRTi. At the 75th Dubrovnik Summer Festival in 2024, the HRT Symphony Orchestra was awarded the Grand Prix
Orlando in recognition of its special contribution to the realization of the entire program. The Croatian Record
Association awarded it the Nova ploCa award for its contribution to the development and promotion of the Croatian
music industry.XIX.

Od godine 2016. nastavlja suradnju (do 2019.9.) s Muzickom
akademijom, kao naslovni asistent na lll. Odsjeku za dirigiranje, harfu i udaraljke, gdje u oZujku 2020. ostvaruje i
premijeru meduakademske produkcije opere ,Pepeljuga” Julesa Masseneta kao dirigent. Od 2022. glazbeni je
voditelj i dirigent Hrvatske operne akademije u Varazdinu, gdje prve sezone ostvaruje produkciju opere ,Figarov
pir«.0Od 2013. godine ¢lan je Opere Hrvatskog narodnog kazaliSta u Zagrebu, gdje od 2015. godine radi kao
Umijetnicki voditelj studija uloga. Kao asistent dirigenta, u HNK je ostavrio 10 naslova, kao Sto su opere ,Sicilijanske
vecernje“, ,Don Carlo“, ,Madama Butterfly“ i ,Turandot“, koncertna izvedba ,Gurre-Lieder" Arnolda Schénberga i dr.
Dirigirao je izvedbama opera ,Don Pasquale“, ,Mimi“ i ,Ekvinocij*. Kao pijanist i korepetitor stalni je suradnik



vokalnih solista poput Rebeke Lokar, Tomislava Muzeka, Dunje Vejzovi¢, Ljubomira PuSkari¢a, Evelin Novak, Matije

theoretical direction). He finished his studies in 2014 conducting in class at the Academy of Music in Zagreb mo.
Uros Lajovica.During his studies, he won the Rector"s Award in 2010 (for the author"s project "DuLuM") and the
Dean"s Award in 2012 (as assistant conductor in the inter-academic production of Bizet"s opera "Carmen"). In 2013,
he conducted a performance of the opera "The Nightingale" by Igor Stravinsky at the Zagreb Music Biennale. Since
2016, he continues to cooperate (until 2019) with the Academy of Music, as the title assistant at the Ill. Department
of Conducting, Harp and Percussion, where in March 2020 he will perform the premiere of the inter-academic
production of the opera "Cinderella" by Jules Massenet as a conductor. Since 2022, he has been the music director
and conductor of the Croatian Opera Academy in VaraZzdin, where he produced the opera "The Feast of Figaro" in
the first season.Since 2013, he has been a member of the Opera of the Croatian National Theater in Zagreb, where
since 2015 he has been working as the Artistic Director of Role Studies. As an assistant conductor, he performed 10
titles at the Croatian National Opera, such as the operas "Sicilian Evenings", "Don Carlo", "Madama Butterfly" and
"Turandot”, the concert performance of "Gurre-Lieder" by Arnold Schénberg, etc. He conducted opera performances
"Don Pasquale”, "Mimi" and "Equinocium"”. As a pianist and accompanist, he is a constant collaborator of vocal
soloists such as Rebeka Lokar, Tomislav Muzek, Dunja Vejzovi¢, Ljubomir PusSkari¢, Evelin Novak, Matija Mei¢, etc.
As an assistant conductor, he collaborated with many conductors, such as NikSa Bareza, Ivan Repusi¢, Loris
Voltolini and the late Elio Boncompagni. Since September 2019, he has been a member of Munich"s Staatstheater
am Gartnerplatz, where he will make his German conducting debut in March 2021. While working in Munich, he
realizes several projects with the ensembles of the Bavarian Radio, namely with the Minchner Rundfunkorchester
and the BR Choir, as assistant conductor and linguistic associate.As an arranger and conductor, he also
collaborates with the Zagreb Philharmonic, the Croatian Radio Television Symphony Orchestra and the Croatian
Radio Television Choir, with whom he made his debut in December 2019. He participated in international
competitions in Lige in 2017 and in Belgrade in 2019, where he won the Special Award for the best performance.
